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LGBTQ+ rights are always on the ballot and 2022 was no 
exception.

A record number of anti-LGBTQ bills – most of which were 
aimed at trans kids – paired with relentless harassment by 
right-wing politicians meant our work was cut out for us.  
When the Supreme Court overturned Roe v. Wade, the stakes 
got even greater as the bodily autonomy of millions of people 
was stripped away. This wave of anti-LGBTQ, anti-choice 
sentiment did not deter our community’s resolve. Instead, it 

motivated more LGBTQ+ people to step up and run than ever before, from school boards to 
state legislatures to Congress.

Not only did a historic number of LGBTQ+ people run in 2022, it was also the fi rst time 
in history out candidates ran in all 50 states. 

Our candidates stood strong in the face of att acks and harassment. One thing about 
LGBTQ+ leaders is certain: we don’t give up. We are already hearing from folks who are 
gearing up to run again. And when they do, we’ll be there.  

Every candidate we endorse opens hearts and minds.  Every victory places another 
champion of equality in the halls of power.  

Together our historic achievements have built LGBTQ+ political power. None of this 
important work would be possible without you. While we’ve come a long way, we are just 
gett ing started.

Down-ballot races are where LGBTQ+ candidates can have a 
large impact – and so does LGBTQ+ Victory Fund. While the 
cost of elections grew in 2022, direct contributions, in-kind 
donations and the bundling power of the Victory Campaign 
Board provided many candidates with the resources they 
need to cross the fi nish line.

Key Victories
One of the core aspects of LGBTQ+ Victory Fund’s mission is to ensure America’s

 LGBTQ+ candidates have the resources, support, and knowledge to win their elections. 
By elevating our candidates’ stories and campaigns, we’re winning more elections

 than ever – and changing the face of American political power. 

In 2022, LGBTQ+ candidates ran to win –  and we fueled their victories.

We were on the ground providing direct support for 
more than 40 candidates in 22 states – more than ever 
before. Nearly half of our campaign work took place in 
states that are hostile to LGBTQ+ rights.ON THE GROUND

• In 2022, LGBTQ+ Victory Fund helped Venton Jones become one of the 
fi rst Black out LGBTQ+ representatives elected to the Texas legislature.

• Jones has been a tireless advocate on the front lines in the fi ght to end 
the HIV/AIDS epidemic. 

• The members of our Black Leaders Caucus – which helps identify and 
provide support for Black LGBTQ+ candidates – helped raise critical 
dollars for his campaign.VENTON JONES

• LGBTQ+ Victory Fund helped Leigh Finke become the fi rst out trans 
person ever elected to the Minnesota legislature.

• After she defi ed the odds in the DFL party endorsement process, our 
team helped Leigh with her campaign plan and secured profi les in CNN, 
The Washington Post, The Star Tribune, and The Minnesota Reformer, as 
well as several TV interviews. 

• In total, 11 LGBTQ+ candidates ran for the Minnesota state legislature 
in 2022 and each of them won their elections, more than doubling 
representation in the legislature. Finke alongside other LGBTQ+ 
lawmakers recently formed the fi rst LGBTQ+ caucus in the legislature. 
Working with pro-equality majorities for the fi rst time in decades, 
legislators in Minnesota have 
already begun passing bills to 
safeguard LGBTQ+ rights.

Changing 
History 

In Connecticut, Erick Russell was 
elected state treasurer, marking the fi rst 
time an out LGBTQ+ Black candidate 
has won statewide executive offi  ce in 

the U.S. 

Nearby in Vermont, two out 
LGBTQ+ candidates won 
statewide in November. 
State Senator Becca Balint

won the race to replace 
Rep. Peter Welch, making her the fi rst woman 
and fi rst out candidate to represent Vermont in 
Congress. Mike Pieciak won his race for state 
treasurer, continuing Vermont’s legacy of LGBTQ+ 
representation in state government. 

On the West Coast, Long Beach Mayor
Robert Garcia made history as the 
fi rst out LGBTQ+ immigrant elected 
to Congress. Garcia – whose family 

emigrated from Peru when he was 5 – 
was elected president of the House freshmen 
Democrats in December 2022.  

James Roesener became the fi rst out 
transgender man elected to a state 
legislature in the U.S., when he won 
his race in New Hampshire’s 22nd State 

House District, Ward 8. 

In Arizona, Kris Mayes
won a tough-fought race 
against an election-
denying extremist to 

become att orney general. 
She’s the fi rst out LGBTQ+ candidate elected to 
statewide executive offi  ce in Arizona history. In 
Michigan, incumbent Att orney General Dana 
Nessel fended off  a well-funded challenger and 
won re-election. 

When environmental activist Davante 
Lewis won the runoff  for the Public 
Service Commission against an 

entrenched incumbent in District 3, 
he made history as the fi rst out LGBTQ+ 

candidate elected to state offi  ce in Louisiana. 

Alaska was among the 
last three states to have 
never secured LGBTQ+ 

representation in its state 
legislature until 2022, when 

our candidates Jennie Armstrong and Andrew 
Gray won seats in the State House. 

In February 2022, Keturah Herron
won the special election to represent 
District 42 in the Kentucky State House, 
becoming the fi rst out LGBTQ+ candidate 

to win election to the state legislature 

For the fi rst time, three out 
LGBTQ+ governors are 
serving in states across 
the country, including the 

fi rst out lesbians elected to 
that offi  ce – Maura Healey in Massachusett s and 
Tina Kotek in Oregon – who join incumbent 
Colorado Gov. Jared Polis. 

S.J. Howell and Zooey 
Zephyr both made 
history with their 
Montana State House 

races. With their victories, 
Howell became the fi rst out non-binary lawmaker 
in the state, and Zephyr became the state’s fi rst out 
transgender legislator.
